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F paper
It lacks a thesis. Its treatment of the subject is superficial and the ideas are confused. It shows a disorganized structure or lack of organization. Its prose is confused or stylistically poor. Mechanical errors, such as typos, are frequent. In short, the ideas, organization, and style fall far below what is acceptable college writing.

D paper
While there is an explicit thesis, its treatment and development are as yet only rudimentary. Though organization is present, it is neither clear nor effective. Its prose is frequently awkward, ambiguous, and marred by serious mechanical errors. In short, the whole piece gives the impression of having been written in haste with no careful proofreading. 

C paper
The C paper is generally competent and meets the assignment. It is reasonably organized and developed. However, the information it delivers seems thin and commonplace. One reason for that impression is that the ideas are cast in the form of vague generalities –generalities that cause the confused reader to ask: “In every case?” “Why?” “But how…?” As to prose, the paper has few mechanical errors and stylistically it has other shortcomings: the introduction does little to draw the reader in; the conclusion offers only a superficial wrap-up; the transitions between paragraphs are rough; the sentence structure is monotonous (it does not vary); and the diction is sometimes redundant and imprecise.        

B paper

It is more than competent. Its contents are logically ordered, well developed and unified. The B paper delivers substantial information –substantial in both quantity and interest-value. The prose is almost free of mechanical errors. The diction is much more concise and precise than that found in the C paper: the opening paragraph draws the reader in; the closing paragraph is both conclusive and thematically related to the essay; the transitions between paragraphs are for the most part smooth; and the sentence structure varies.   

A paper

The A paper is characterized by its rich content. It has an explicit thesis and strong arguments that support it throughout the essay. The information delivered is such that one feels significantly taught by the author. The A paper is also marked by its fine style: the introduction is engaging; the transitions are artful; the phrasing is tight; and the sentence structure is varied. Since it is carefully organized and developed, it imparts a feeling of wholeness and clarity.
