Course Description:

This course prepares Graduate Athletic Training students to take the Athletic Trainer Board of Certification (BOC) Exam.  This course will review content from all courses in the Master of Science in Athletic Training program as well as content from the program’s prerequisite courses. Prerequisite: MSAT 6450.

Goals: 

Graduate students in this course will:

· Identify all content areas that will be covered on the BOC exam

· Identify personal strengths and weaknesses in each content area

· Develop a study plan to prepare for the BOC exam

· Prepare a study guide in an advanced content area 

· Practice a large number of sample questions through sample exams and practice exams

Course Requirements:

1. Board of Certification Role Delineation/Practice Analysis – 6th Edition (20 points)
Graduate students can access the 6th edition of the BOC Practice Analysis from course website in Canvas.  Students will rate their knowledge of each task statement using a 1-10 scale (10 = greatest level of knowledge).  Upon completion, students will e-mail their completed file to the course instructor who will average all of the scores.  Task statements with the lowest average scores will be assigned as topic areas for the Study Guide Flash Cards. 

2. Study Guide (100 points):  Each student will prepare a study guide in an advanced content area.  The guide must include images and a minimum of 10 citations to thoroughly explain the concept.  Topics will be assigned by the instructor in the areas of dermatologic conditions, physiology, radiologic techniques, surgical procedures, and/or cardiorespiratory conditions.

3. Practice questions (10 points each):  Thirteen sets of study questions can be found in your textbook.  See the syllabus for due dates for each.  

4. Digital Flash Cards (100 points): Students will be required to prepare a set of digital flash cards for an assigned topic.  Students must create a minimum of 50 flashcards. Students will e-mail their spreadsheets to the course instructor by the due date.  Each set will then be uploaded to the Flashcard app and each student will receive an e-mail with all of the codes to access all of the flashcard decks.  

5. Practice Exams (20 points each): Six practice exams will cover material related to the National Athletic Trainers' Association Athletic Training Educational Competencies and the BOC Role Delineation Study (6th ed). Written Exams will be taken in the Testing Center. Students may repeat each written examination once.

6. Final Exam (100 points):  Students will complete a comprehensive final examination covering all BOC exam content.
