JUSTIFICATION:

The EET BS degree is accredited by the Technology Accreditation Commission of the Accrediting Board of Engineering and Technology (ABET)
1. Alternative courses to BSAD 3000.  Currently, students in the EET program are required to take BSAD 3000 Small Business Management (3), an online Business Management course.  Since the BSAD 3000 course is not taught each semester, we need to offer our EET students an alternative business course to meet the requirement for graduation.  The addition of a business course to the curriculum was originally a suggestion by the EET advisory committee that would give our students insight into various aspects of business.  Discussions with department chairs in ET and SST led to two options that would provide a good alternative to the BSAD 3000 for our EET students.  Therefore, we propose to offer as options to the BSAD 3000 course, a selection of one of the following business related courses to satisfy the requirement:
SST 3203 Customer Service Techniques (3) Su, F, Sp

MFET 3550 Manufacturing Supervision (3) Sp      
All are three options are three (3) credit hour courses.
