A required core course is needed in order to provide all students with the basic knowledge of Latin America. Furthermore, this new course will facilitate faculty to assess the outcomes from all the students who declare this minor. The new course will be FL 3540 Latin American Environment and Cultures.
This new course will be offered each fall in order to facilitate students completing their minor in a timely manner. At this point, due to the number of minors, it does not need to be taught every semester.
