JUSTIFICATION:
The Theatre Arts Teaching Major is being adjusted as part of a larger curricular overhaul within the Theatre Arts Area.  Currently, WSU is the only school in Utah where design/tech classes are taught as 2 credit hour half semester courses. This means that articulation between universities is flawed and that students transferring in or out struggle with this issue. To put our curriculum in line with other state universities, we are proposing that these courses all be made 3 credit hours. This will change the number of hours for required classes and Theatre Arts Acting and Directing majors.

In addition, in the last 3 years we have hired 2 new faculty members. This has allowed us to introduce new and updated course offerings for our students.  The available classes for students to choose from have increased, and so the program has been adjusted to offer students these options.
