The Graduate Certificate in Environmental Sustainability for Business has been offered for over three years. Based on feedback from faculty, graduates, and potential students, there is a need to modify the curriculum within the certificate. 

Some of the changes proposed are to ensure that the focus of the curriculum is on managing sustainability within the business context. Requiring that students complete a consulting project is important in preparing students, however, some students need an alternative path to complete the certificate based on their background and career goals.
