JUSTIFICATION:

Housed in the Goddard School of Business & Economics, Information Systems and Technologies (IST) offers very unique 2-year and 4-year programs preparing students with knowledge and skills both in information technologies and in business.  IST graduates are expected to be able to analyze business problems and apply appropriate information technology to solve them.  During the past decade, not only has the information technology industry changed tremendously (such as the emergence of wireless computing technologies and related network technologies and information security mechanisms), the business industry in general has also been greatly impacted by those changes (such as the application of those new technologies and the development of new web applications).  To continue preparing our students adequately for the industry, it is critical that the IST curriculum changes accordingly. Certain formerly required courses would be more appropriately offered as electives, certain formerly elective courses would be more appropriately offered as required courses, certain outdated courses would no longer need to be offered, and certain courses need to change in number of credit hours in order to strengthen or reduce coverage of certain industry content.  As course structures change, prerequisite relationships also need to be adjusted.
