By offering an Associate of Arts in Chinese we may recognize and celebrate a significant milestone for students working towards a Bachelor of Arts. WSU students will also benefit from this degree by acquiring basic language skills that they will use in their jobs upon graduation. The Governor of Utah and the Utah Legislature have presented a goal to have 66% of Utah residents complete a college degree, including an Associate’s degree. This program will offer them another opportunity to reach that goal.
