2015-16 Weber State Athletics Academic Achievements by WSU Student Athletes
In the past year, 157 Weber State student-athletes earned Big Sky Academic All-Conference honors in Weber State’s 16 sports, the most for a single year in school history.   

To be eligible, a student-athlete must have met and/or exceeded three requirements. 1) Participation in at least half of the team’s competitions. 2) Achieved a grade point average of 3.20 (on a 4.0 scale) in the most recently completed term. 3) Completed at least one academic term at his/her school.

2015-16 Weber State Athletics Academic Achievements

· Weber State soccer senior Mackenzie Harrison earned Academic All-District First Team honors from CoSIDA. 

· The Weber State soccer team was honored by the National Soccer Coaches Association of American with a Team Academic Award and posted the highest team GPA of any team in the Big Sky and the state of Utah. 

· The women’s soccer team was also publicly recognized by the NCAA for academic success for a perfect multi-year APR score and finishing in the top 10 percent in the nation. 

· Four Weber State women’s golfers, Haylee Chugg, Kaceelyn Poutuu, Kistie Perry and McCall Uyematsu earned Scholar All-American honors. 

· Weber State track and field senior Jamie Stokes received the prestigious Elite 90 Award at the NCAA Indoor Track Championships this month. The Elite 90 Award is given to the student-athlete with the highest GPA that is competing at each NCAA Championship. 

· The Weber State men’s and women’s cross country teams both earned All-Academic honors by the US Track and Field and Cross Country Coaches Association. 

· Hailey Whetten earned individual All-Academic honors in cross country. 

· Both the WSU women’s and WSU men’s track and field teams earned All-Academic Team honors by the US Track and Field and Cross Country Coaches Association.

· Three Wildcat track and field athletes earned All-Academic honors - Anthony Gregory, Trevor Ricks and Jamie Stokes. 

· Three members of the Weber State men’s golf team were named to the Cleveland Golf/Srixon All-America Scholar team - Luke Crapo, Colton Dallimore and Lee Shepherd.
